3. PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

The popularity of stainless steel as a
building material can be attributed to
the following:

Longevity: Stainless outlasts other met-
als. Under normal conditions, it has a
nearly unlimited life-span. This elimi-
nates the need for replacement.

Easy maintenance: Painting or re-fin-
ishing of stainless building products is
eliminated. The only cleaning generally
required is washing with detergent and
water. In inaccessible areas, rainfall is
normally sufficient to keep stainless
clean.

Attractive appearance: Stainless is a
bright, clean-looking material that
blends well with all kinds of building
materials. Its reflective quality comple-
ments and highlights everything
around it.

Corrosion resistance: There is no possi-
bility of corrosive surfaces forming on

stainless steel and staining adjacent
materials. The presence of chromium in
stainless steel forms an invisible, tena-
cious and highly protective chrome
oxide film on the surface thereby creat-
ing a metal with infinite longevity.

Cost: The cost comparison of building
materials is unrealistic if only initial out-
lay is considered. Total cost includes
insurance, maintenance, custodial
care, replacement and other factors. Of
these, maintenance generally repre-
sents the highest cost. Stainless steel
is recognized as a long-lasting, easily
maintained material for both interior or
exterior architectural applications. Its
smooth, dense, corrosion-resistant sur-
face minimizes the adhesion of dirt and
maintenance.

Basic Use:

Composition and Materials: Solid 1.5
mm (.062") Type 304 stainless steel is
used to fabricate the many Kanalco
architectural products, however other
thicknesses are available. Materials,
coming from the mill in sheet form are
finished to customer specifications,
covered with strippable, protective
plastic film and then formed or worked
as required.

Flat metal is brake formed; curved pan-
els are either brake or roll formed,
depending on radius and direction of
curve. Corners of pan-formed panels
can be welded and ground smooth.

Kanalco supply the metal building pan-
els only, or panels may be supplied as
a composite panel with insulated core
and flat liner sheet backing if desired.
See accessories below.

Finishes: The following stainless steel

finishes are offered as standard by

Kanalco:

1. X-L Blend “S" (Excelsior) - for typical
architectural applications.

2. X-L Buff (AISI #8) - for a mirror-like
appearance.

3. No. 4 (Excelsior) brushed finish.

Other finishes available upon request.

Accessories (optional)

1. Glass fibre insulation of thickness,
density and thermal value as
required.

2. Flat liner sheet of factory formed
commercial guality sheet steel.
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Sizes

Width - Coil or sheet is available in up
to 1220 mm (48") width and may be slit
to smaller widths.

Length - As desired, depending on
material availability.

Thickness - 1.5 mm (.062") is standard.
Other thicknesses available.

Radiused Corners - 6 mm (1/4") mini-
mum.

Shapes: Brake or roll (roller die) form-
ing can produce an infinite variety of
shapes. Kanalco can advise on pro-
posed design configurations upon
request.

Applicable Standards: Kanalco stain-
less steel fabrications conform to:

ASTM A240 for Type 304 stainless
steel.

CSA G164-M1981 or ASTM A123-84
for galvanizing of steel brackets, liner
sheet, etc.

CSA W59-1989 for corner or other type
welds.

5. INSTALLATION

Methods: Kanalco Ltd. are a custom
manufacturer specializing in the metal
fabrications field. Installation of
Kanalco stainless steel products is nor-
mally carried out by the appropriate
trades and experienced installers
according to specifications and
approved shop drawings.

Precautions: Brackets, clips or other
fixing devices, when made from anoth-
er metal, should be insulated from the
stainless steel by bitumastic or similar
insulators to prevent corrosion or possi-
ble unsightly “bleeding” of other met-
als.

Eliminate drainage onto stainless steel
from other materials, such as chloride
bearing cements and other corrosive
materials.

Fasteners should be concealed as
much as possible for aesthetic rea-
sons, and should have corrosion resis-
tance equal to or better than the stain-
less steel to eliminate later repairs. If
possible always use stainless steel fas-
teners.

The designer's specifications should
make clear to all trades whose work
adjoins the stainless steel that suitable
precautions against damage must be
maintained.

Building Codes: Kanalco metal build-
ing panels comply with the National
Building Code of Canada and the vari-
ous provincial codes.

8. MAINTENANCE

Stainless steels require periodic clean-
ing just as other materials do when in
service. One of the outstanding fea-
tures of stainless steel is the ease with
which its fine appearance can be main-
tained. In most instances, only a peri-
odic warm water wash is sufficient to
restore the original "gleam”.

In all cases, there are some important
do's and dont's that should be fol-
lowed:

Do

¢ \Wash regularly with warm water and
mild soap or detergent using clean
cloth or soft brushes.

* Removes stubborn grime using rec-
ommended cleansers and methods.

* Always clean in the direction of origi-
nal polish lines.

* Always rinse after cleaning and wipe
dry.

Don't

* Don't use ordinary steel wool or other
metal scrapers to remove stubborn
dirt.

* Don't allow dirt to accumulate.

*Don't allow protective coatings to
remain on new building compo-
nents...remove all traces of adhesive
as well as plaster, terrazzo, paint and
other construction “splashes”.

* Do not use harsh, untested cleansers.

In the case of mirror-like stainless steel
finishes, e.g. X-L Buff, the foregoing is
still applicable however commercial
creams are available which will provide
added lustre to these finishes.
